Summary
Van drivers will pick up and drop off children in neighborhoods throughout the city of Lima following a route planned 
by our camp director. Drivers meet at Lima Rescue Mission at 8:30 AM and depart by 9:00 AM. Arrival at camp is be-
tween 10:00–10:30 AM. Afternoon departure from camp is at 2:30 PM, and return to the Mission is around 4:00–4:30 
PM. At least one camp counselor will be assigned to ride along.

Vans that we operate include 15-passenger and 12-passenger. No CDL is required.
